First off, State Question 744 will be discussed.  State Question 744 is an ini-

tiative to be voted on statewide this November 2, 2010.  SQ744 will mandate 

that Oklahoma spend as much per-pupil on education as the average of sur-

rounding states, Texas, Colorado, Kansas, Missouri, New Mexico and Arkan-

sas.  SQ744 was proposed by the Oklahoma Education Association (OEA).
