Candidates for Lieutenant Governor will be our guests at our July 

Meeting.  All five candidates have been invited but at the time of this 

writing, three have confirmed. 

Oklahoma State Senator Todd Lamb was elected in 2004. After play-

ing football at Louisiana Tech University, Lamb returned to Oklahoma 

earning his bachelor's degree from Oklahoma State University and his 

law degree from Oklahoma City University School of Law. In 1998, 

Senator Lamb became a Special Agent with the United States Secret 

Service. During his U.S. Secret Service tenure, Lamb investigated and 

made numerous arrests in the areas of counterfeiting, bank fraud, 

threats against the President, and identity theft. In early 2001, he was 

appointed to the national Joint Terrorism Task Force, where he re-

ceived training and briefings at the CIA, FBI, and Secret Service. 

.After the terrorists' attacks, he was assigned to portions of the 9-11 investigation. In 2009, Senator Lamb became the 

first Republican Majority Floor Leader in state history. He has worked as a landman in Oklahoma's energy industry, been 

an adjunct college professor and, in addition to his Senate service, is General Counsel for an energy and wireless com-

pany in Edmond, Oklahoma. 

Oklahoma State Representative John Wright was  elected to office in 1998. John earned a degree in Marketing from 

Jacksonville University in Florida. He attended Oral Roberts University graduate school from 1980 to 1981. John gradu-
